However, if your package is full of stuff, you can still get 
them here in Chengdu, in the supermarket nearby (your 
life advisor will show you around after you come here).

ATM Cash Withdraw

Shopping in China

If you use a foreign credit card on a Chinese ATM, you can withdraw RMB cash with 

a limit of RMB 2000 per withdraw. Transaction fee might be high as it is done in a 

foreign country.

Please confirm with your bank or notice them that you will use your credit/debit 

card in China. Many students encountered problems when they withdrew money in 

Beijing. Their bank blocked their cards because the bank suspected their cards were 

stolen. 

Most stores in Beijing do not accept foreign credit card payment. More specifically, 

a credit card with “VISA” or “MASTER” can hardly be accepted in many stores. It 

would be better if you pay cash when you buy things in China. Chinese people use 

WeChat or Alipay through cellphones to make payments in China. You can also 

make payments through WeChat or Alipay if you link a valid card to your WeChat or 

Alipay account. 



How to use Alipay and Wechat

WeChat and Alipay now support foreign users to bind with visa or master and 
other foreign credit cards to use. However, there are certain restrictions on usage 
scenarios, the transactions can only be conducted with merchants that support or 
have foreign credit cards such as Visa and Master. Except for large supermarkets 
or shopping malls, many small stores or online stores on Taobao and Jingdong 
do not support payment with foreign currency credit cards.

Many Chinese 

insurance providers do not 

provide medical insurance for 

foreigners. 

If you have a minor illness while you are at 

Keats, such as cold and cough, Keats 

School can provide you with medicine for 

free. If you need to see a doctor, the life 

advisor can take you to the hospital. Close 

to Keats School are Beijing Chao-yang 

Hospital, Capital Medical University and 

Beijing Chaoyang Men Hospital of 

Integrated Traditional Chinese and 

Western Medicine.

If you need to purchase insurance in China, 

you can contact Keats for assistance. 

However, this insurance is only available 

to holders of the X2 student visa.

No vaccinations are 

needed, but we suggest 

all students consult with 

their doctor concerning 

personal needs or 

concerns.

rush hours. 

Shared Bikes
Shared bikes are now also 
a very common mode of 
transportation in China. 
Generally speaking, using 
shared bikes requires 
using WeChat and Alipay 
for payment.

From the school, you can take 
Metro Line 1 from 
Jianguomen Station (toward 
Gucheng) for 2 stops to 
Wangfujing Station. Then 
transfer to Line 8 (toward 
Zhuxinzhuang) for 1 stop 
and get off at Jinyu Hutong 
Station, Exit C (Southwest 
Exit). From there, walk about 
1.6 kilometers to reach the 
destination. It takes 51 
minutes to get there.

From the school, you can take 
Metro Line 1 from Jianguomen 
Station (toward Beijing 
Railway Station) for 2 stops to 
Chongwenmen Station. Then 
transfer to Line 5 (toward 
Songjiazhuang) and for 2 
more stops to Tiantan 
Dongmen Station. Get off at 
Exit B (Northeast Exit), then 
walk about 286 meters to reach 
the destination. It takes 32 
minutes to get there.

Get off 
at Exit D (Southwest Exit), 
then walk about 422 meters 
to reach the destination. It 
takes 1 hour and 10 minutes 
to get there.

From the school, you can 
take Metro Line 1 from 
Jianguomen Station 
(toward Gucheng) for 2 
stops to Wangfujing 
Station. Then transfer to 
Line 8 (toward 
Zhuxinzhuang) and for 4 
stops to Shichahai Station. 
Get off at Exit A1 
(Northwest Exit), then walk 
about 257 meters to reach 
destination.
It takes 38 minutes to get 
there.

From the school, you can take 
Metro Line 2 from Jianguomen 
Station (toward Beijing 
Railway Station) for 4 stops 
to Hepingmen Station. Get off  
at Exit C1 (Southeast Exit), 
then walk about 1.6 kilometers 
to the Qianmen Beijing Tourist 
Distribution Center, take the 
bus to the Badaling Great 
Wall. It takes 2 hours to get 
there.

From the school, you can 
take Metro Line 1 from 
Jianguomen Station 
(toward Gucheng) for 2 
stops to Wangfujing 
Station. Get off  at Exit C1 
(Northwest Exit), then 
walk about 819 meters to 
reach destination. It takes 
32 minutes to get there.

From the school, you can 
take Metro Line 2 from 
Jianguomen Station (toward 
Beijing Railway Station) 
for 4 stops to Hepingmen 
Station. Get off at Exit C1 
(Southeast Exit), then walk 
about 1.5 kilometers to reach 
destination. It takes 47 
minutes to get there.

Mansion

From the school, you can 
take Metro Line 2 from 
Jianguomen Station 
(toward Chaoyangmen) for 
1 stop to Chaoyangmen 
Station. Then transfer to 
Line 6 (toward Jin’anqiao) 
and ride for 3 stops to Beihai 
North Station. Get off at 
Exit B (Northwest Exit), 
then walk about 558 meters 
to reach destination. It takes 
41 minutes to get there.

From the school, you can 
take Metro Line 2 from 
Jianguomen Station (toward 
Chaoyangmen) for 4 stops to 
Yonghegong (Lama Temple) 
Station. Get off at Exit F 
(Southeast Exit), then walk 
about 559 meters to reach  
destination. It takes 35 
minutes to get there.

From the school, you can 
take Metro Line 1 from 
Jianguomen Station 
(toward Gucheng) for 2 
stops to Wangfujing 
Station. Get off at Exit C4 
(Southwest Exit), then 
walk about 890 meters to 
reach destination. It takes 
33 minutes to get there.

South Luogu 
Lane  
From the school, you can 
take Metro Line 2 from 
Jianguomen Station 
(toward Chaoyangmen) 
for 1 stop to Chaoyangmen 
Station. Then transfer to 
Line 6 (toward Jin’anqiao) 
and for 2 stops to 
Nanluoguxiang Station. 
Get off at Exit E 
(Northwest Exit), then 
walk about 235 meters to 
reach destination.
It takes 34 minutes to get 
there.

From the school, you can take 
Metro Line 1 from Jianguomen 
Station (toward Gucheng) for 5 
stops to Xidan Station. Then 
transfer to Line 4 Daxing Line 
(toward Anheqiao North) and 
ride for 13 stops to 
Yuanmingyuan Station. Get 
off at Exit B (Northeast Exit), 
then walk about 257 meters to 
reach destination. It takes 1 
hour and 3 minutes to get there.

From the school, you can take 
Metro Line 1 from Jianguomen 
Station (toward Gucheng) for 5 
stops to Xidan Station. Then 
transfer to Line 4 Daxing Line 
(toward Anheqiao North) and 
ride for 13 stops to 
Yuanmingyuan Station. Get 
off at Exit C (Southeast  Exit), 
then walk about 527 meters to 
reach destination. It takes 1 hour 
and 7 minutes to get there.

Peking 
University

From the school, you can take 
Metro Line 1 from Jianguomen 
Station (toward Gucheng) for 5 
stops to Xidan Station. Then 
transfer to Line 4 Daxing Line 
(toward Anheqiao North) and 
ride for 13 stops to 
Yuanmingyuan Station. Get 
off at Exit A (Northwest  Exit), 
then walk about 938 meters to 
reach destination. It takes 1 
hour and 13 minutes to get 
there.

Sanlitun
From the school, you can 
take Metro Line 2 from 
Jianguomen Station (toward 
Chaoyangmen) for 2 stops to 
Dongsi Shitiao Station. 
Then transfer to Line 3 
(toward Dongba North) and 
ride for 2 stops to Tuanjiehu 
Station. Get off at Exit F, 
then walk about 841 meters 
to reach  destination. It takes 
42 minutes to get there.

Stadium 
From the school, you can 
take Metro Line 1 from 
Jianguomen Station (toward 
Gucheng) for 2 stops to 
Wangfujing Station. Then 
transfer to Line 8 (toward 
Zhuxinzhuang) and ride 
for 10 stops to Olympic Park 
Station. Get off at Exit D 
(Southeast Exit), then walk 
about 914 meters to reach 
destination. It takes 1 hour 
to get there.

From the school, you can 
take Metro Line 2 from 
Jianguomen Station 
(toward Chaoyangmen) for 
5 stops to Andingmen 
Station. Get off at Exit B 
(Northeast Exit), then walk 
about 650 meters to reach 
destination. It takes 39 
minutes to get there.
